e 3 to 5-minute video summarizing your poster and its findings
e PDF of your poster

There are 2 categories for the Student Poster Competition: Undergraduate and Graduate. For
each category, there will be awards for the top 3 as follows:

e st place $300
e 2nd place $150
e 3rd place $75

The top 3 undergrad and top 3 graduate videos will be played at the section meeting.
There will be a Q&A session after the videos with the presenters of the top 3 videos of
each category. The top 3 in each category are expected to attend the section meeting
on Feb 9 for the Q&A session.
